o Take responsibility for learning by reading the course syllabus,
university policies and by asking questions of faculty when
expectations are not clear.

» Submit your own work on papers, reports, projects and exams
and ask instructor before participating in group work.

o Read the Student Code of Conduct to understand the University
of Idaho’s academic honesty policy and disciplinary process.

4. Instructors may report incidents
of academic dishonesty to
the Dean of Students. Upon
receiving such a report, the
Dean of Students shall provide
the student with written notice
that a report has been made
and an opportunity to meet with
the Dean to discuss the record
for a period of time deemed
appropriate by the Dean. The
Dean of Students may file a
complaint against the student
after the meeting has taken
place or the student has elected,
either affirmatively or through
inaction, not to meet with the
Dean.
