“In other words we have a moral responsibility, borne out of our cultural history, to

lead cultural change, pursue peace, and seek justice. Thus we are not “twice bless-
ed” out of pride, but because of our dual task to lead rather than follow as queers and
Jews, to change rather than accept the status quo” - David Shneer in “Queer Jews”

“Cabaret,” with lyrics by Fred Ebb, music
by John Kander, and book by Joe Masteroff
had its original debut in November 1966 at
the Broadhurst Theatre in New York and was
later adapted into film in 1972. It is a musical
that examines the consequences of political
apathy in the face of fascism in contrast with
queer and Jewish identity. There is a rich
and complex history of queer identity, night

clubs, and Judaism behind “Cabaret” and
the events that preceded it decades prior to
its opening on Broadway. Please be advised
the play includes references to mature
content, including fascism, antisemitism,
and abortion. Counseling will be available
for attendees provided by the University
of ldaho Counseling and Testing Center.
