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Process for Submitting College of Education
and Teacher Education Petitions

The College of Education and Teacher Education Petition Committee consists of faculty members from each area of the college and teacher education programs across the campus. The Committee rigorously adheres to the University catalog process and procedures as well as the Teacher Education program admission standards unless there are very unusual and/or extenuating circumstances. 
Steps for submitting a petition:
1. Complete the College of Education and Teacher Education Petition Form. 
2. Attach a well written, typed explanation addressed to the College of Education and Teacher Education Petition Committee. The explanation must include justification of the unusual and/or extenuating circumstance and should include pertinent documentation as to why the committee should make an exception to the policies in place.
3. If you are petitioning admission to the Teacher Education program because your cumulative GPA is less than required, attach a projected schedule of courses with expected grades for the next 3 semesters.  Include the mathematic calculation of the projected GPA for each semester. 
4. Submit the petition form and your explanation to your education advisor for review and signature. Petitions with comments from one’s advisor are strongly encouraged. 
5. Submit the form and attached documentation to the College of Education Student Services office, ED 209.
6. The committee typically meets the first Monday of each month during the academic year. All petitions must be submitted the Thursday before the meeting. 
7. Once a decision is made, the student and advisor will be notified by UI email. 
8. If a student would like to appeal the decision of the committee, he/she may contact Lauren Bowersox, Coordinator of Student Services for appropriate steps for petitioning the dean of the College of Education.
