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Admission to the professional architecture program is based on a careful review of the portfolio, satisfaction of pre-
requisites and grade point average (GPA). The Architecture Admissions Committee carefully reviews all applications 
and makes recommendations based on approximately 50% for the portfolio and 50% for GPA.   The portfolio is 
evaluated based on design resolution, design communications and overall design of the portfolio, which has the following 
requirements:

Format:  8 ½” x 11”  (8 MB max) DIGITAL PDF.   
Length:  Up to ten pages (front and back = 20 pages).  
Contents:   The goal of the portfolio is to provide a balanced presentation of the full range of creative work 
accomplished in preparation for admission to the professional architecture program. Work should include 
examples of at least six different projects.  For students enrolled at the University of Idaho, this work should 
come from the required program courses. Transfer students should include examples from equivalent courses.
