For Pesticide Applicators

The UI Extension Pesticide Safety Education Program will be offering pre-license trainings ONLINE. 

Each training consists of a four-day agenda with topics divided into 2.5-hour sessions twice daily. 

Students register for the week of training. These are live trainings and require computer or smart 

tablet with internet access. Students will register for the week of Feb. 15th or March 1st. Students 

will attend live trainings twice a day. 

February 15 – 18, 2021, daily at 9am – 11:30am AND 1:30pm – 4pm MST (limit 50 students) 

March 1 – 4, 2021, daily at 9am – 11:30am AND 1:30pm – 4pm MST (limit 50 students)
