Application review will occur March 19th -23rd.  Interviews are anticipated to occur April 9th -10th (times and room TBA).  You will be notified of your interview time by March 26th.
Selection Process:
Applications will be evaluated by a committee comprised of college representatives including current CALS ambassador(s), staff, faculty, and administration.
Selected applicants will be contacted to arrange interview times.  
Interviews consists of a short presentation followed by a short set of interview questions.  Candidates will be asked a series of questions and participate in a short activity related to the ambassador program.

Applicants must:
Be a full-time student in the College of Agricultural and Life Sciences
Have a minimum GPA of 3.0 cumulative GPA
Have completed two semesters at the University of Idaho by the Fall of 2017
Be able to commit to at least one year of service
Be able to effectively manage your time
Be willing to participate in evening and weekend events
Be available and willing to travel to schools and other campuses during the week
Be able to attend all classes (typically Tuesdays 5:30-6:30 pm) 
Be able to attend a one day spring training retreat (tentatively Saturday, April 28th)
Be able to attend a weekend fall training retreat 
Fall Training: Depart Friday afternoon and return Sunday early afternoon (typically in August)
Be professional, highly motivated, enthusiastic, dependable, knowledgeable, and sincere in representing the University of Idaho College of Agricultural and Life Sciences
Students with 18 or more credits will be reviewed on a case by case basis
