With one of the most diverse and experienced faculty in the country, our B.S. in Fire Ecology and Management was the first of its
kind in the nation. With an emphasis on direct and “hands-on” learning, our program will provide you with an understanding of fire's
holistic role in the environment and help you develop the understanding and skills to solve complex problems involved in the
management of natural resources. Accredited by the Association for Fire Ecology, we offer more courses focused on wildland and
prescribed fire than any other natural resources program in the country, and we have a variety of facilities that will prepare you

to be a leader in the fire ecology and management field. Our students benefit from access to the nearby Ul Experimental Forest,
where they actively participate in prescribed burning classes and explore active fire management in a real-world setting.
Service-learning field trips organized by The Nature Conservancy, Tribal Nations, and regional land management agencies are open
to qualified students, and undergraduate courses have access to the Idaho Fire Institute of Research and Education (IFIRE) -the only
university-housed wildfire combustion laboratory in the United States.
