THE DEDICATED STUDENT FEE COMMITTEE, WHICH YOU WILL HEAR MORE ABOUT SOON, CONSIDERS THE
PROPOSALS RECEIVED AND MAKES A RECOMMENDATION TO THE UNIVERSITY PRESIDENT.

Center, Facility, Technology and Early Childhood Center

Student Health and Wellness: Examples include Recreation and Wellbeing, Student Health Services and

Counseling and Testing Center:

Student Government: Supports Associated Students University of Idaho, Graduate and Professional Students

Association and Student Bar Association. A subset of this fee is optional with students having the opportunity to

OPTIONAL FEE

STATE LAW:

As part of the FY2022 state appropriation House Bill #3877 that passed spring of 2021, the state

directed the ldaho State Board of Education to...“ evaluate the current lists of activity fees assessed to
students and determine how and which fees supporting student activities, clubs, and organizations

focused on individual beliefs and values can be structured to address the need for access,
affordability, and choice’ .

REVISED STATE BOARD POLICY:

In response to this law, State Board of Education policy was revised to allow institutions to identify a
portion of their Student Government mandatory fee as optional:

“Student Government: ...A subset of this fee includes funding for student activities, clubs,

and organizations; of which students shall be allowed to opt-out of payment of this subset of
the fee.”



OPTIONAL FEE

HOW MUCH IS THE OPTIONAL FEE?

The university has set this opt-out portion of the fee at $4.10 per semester for full-time students or
$0.18 per credit hour for part-time students.

HOW WAS THE OPTIONAL FEE AMOUNT DETERMINED?

The full-time amount is based on the historical portion of the Student Government fee going to
student activities, clubs and organizations via allocations made by student government. The part-
time amount is a pro rata share of the part-time Student Government fee.



OPTIONAL FEE

WHAT DOES THIS MEAN FOR STUDENTS?

Full-time students are able to make an election to receive a refund of the $4.10/semester optional
fee ($0.18/credit for part-time students).

All students who pay mandatory fees are eligible to make the opt out election and receive a refund.

Making this election does not impact a student’s ability to participate in student activities, clubs or
organizations supported by this fee.

Student are still expected to pay their full amount owed by established deadlines - the optional fee
will then be processed as a credit to students’ accounts for those who elect to receive a refund.



TUITION

SBOE POLICIES AND PROCEDURES:

Tuition is the amount charged for any and all educational costs at University of Idaho, Boise
State University, l[daho State University and Lewis Clark State College. Tuition is assessed for,
but Iis not limited to, costs associated with academic services; instruction; the construction,
maintenance, and operation of buildings and facilities; student services; or institutional
support.

UNIVERSITY OF IDAHO EXAMPLE:

The University of Idaho uses funding from tuition to pay a portion of the salaries for faculty and
staff.

PROPOSED CHANGE:

An increase of $268 per semester for full-time undergraduate students is proposed for FY2024.



TUITION (CONT)

WHAT DOES THIS MEAN FOR STUDENTS?

Tuition, along with our state appropriation and land grant endowments, make up the General Education
budget for the university. These funds serve as the source behind the majority of the faculty and staff
you interact with as well as education services available to you such as the Library and Advising. These
funds also maintain many of the facilities on campus including academic buildings. This means that
tuition plays a key role in ensuring the quality of the education you receive.

SPECIFICALLY FOR FY2024:

As discussed earlier during the dedicated activity fees, the University is planning to implement a change
in employee compensation (CEC), or salary increases, equivalent to an average of $1.20/hour for
FY2024. The proposed tuition increase funds the portion of this increase not covered by the state for
our General Education employees. In addition, the proposed increase provides funding for increased
benefits costs and to partially offset the impact of inflation.
