a. Overview of unit and how student fees are used:
i. Describe the programs you host with your student activity fee funding.
The Office of the Dean of Students Alcohol Education Program provides outreach education and information to students regarding drinking behavior and high-risk drinking behavior. A University Alcohol Task Force was created to develop a broad approach to these efforts. A portion of the Student Services Coordinator position was dedicated to assist with the alcohol outreach efforts in FY 2012.  This position was vacant during FY 2013 but was filled during FY2014.  It is 33.6% funded on this budget.
		We offer an interactive assessment tool for students on-line called eCheckup To Go.
ii. Approximately how many students are served by or attend your programs and events?

We see several thousand students each year during the startup activities and programs throughout the year. 

iii. Does your student activity fee funded program also receive funding from other sources (and if so please include a brief description of the other sources)?

b. Have you received an increase to your student activity fee in the past three years and if so when, how much and for what purpose?
We received a .45 increase in FY 2012, but no increase since that time. 

c. What opportunities do you see for other funding sources and what are your plans in the future to find other revenue?
We are looking at grant sources and institutional support.

d. What changes do you see happening to your program in the next 5 years – what is your vision and how does it fit in the university’s strategic plan?
We are in the process of developing a more comprehensive approach to prevention initiatives.

We have an opportunity with the collaboration efforts across units to make a more personal impact on campus. The challenges are enormous; alcohol consumption is life threatening resulting in serious injuries and death.
