Approval of minutes from meeting of October 9, 2017	 
Terry moved and Jan seconded to approve the minutes. Motion passed.

Potential Projects for Funding/ Arboreta updates
Phyllis and Dean Vetrus have expressed interest in funding an arboretum project. They are interested in placing steps and a 60’ rock wall across from the entrance kiosk that could possibly provide seating as well. Other proposed projects that would involve funding from the Board include:

· A rock wall and steps similar to the Vetrus’ project, at the north entrance, perhaps with an engraved rock sign. There was discussion regarding the pros and cons of possibly adding 4-5 parking spots at the top of the hill. 

· Resurfacing to create an ADA accessible trail at the north entrance

· Restoring the barn – in particular the west side is in serious need of repair

· The algae issue in the ponds. There are surface aerators that would help, but they would require power to the pond. The university electrician indicated that the power installation would cost $5000. The aerators cost approximately $2000 each. 

· Some sort of buffer between the arboretum and the wheat field. The College of Agriculture may take care of that as they take over the area. 

· A gold course employee got a sustainability grant to do something with the hillside by the golf course. They are planting trees on the site already. Paul proposed putting rock signage on the slope for both the golf course and arboretum. 

· A word rock garden – concerns were raised about theft. The best location would be away from the entrance and water. 

· Plant a sunflower forest by the parking lot

· Ethnobotanic garden firewise demonstration gazebo

The consensus was for Paul to investigate more firm cost estimates for the barn, pond aerators, and the Vetrus project. The Board was very enthusiastic about the sunflower garden and it was suggested that volunteers be utilized to help with the labor.
