Discussion of Access in the Arboretum
Ray said that ADA standards for buildings include accessibility to the site. However, he was not as familiar with the guidelines as they pertain to a recreational trail so had a member of the legal department research the issue. There is an ABA (American Barriers Act) that deals more with recreational trails and it requires much more flexibility with outdoor trails. There is a lot of emphasis on the surface and slope of the terrain. Ray suggested that we research which current trails in the arboreta might be candidates for improving accessibility and still can function as a road. Another option would be to create a new trail that is more accessible (crushed rock) along the stream. Another issue would be putting in accessible parking stall and Paul has received bids for that already. One problem area due to steepness is the top of the north end of the new arboretum and access to the hosta garden.  Paul plans to replace the chip path along the top from the east side from his budget with crushed rock as a trial to see how it works. A new trail along the stream would require additional financial support.
