Review and discussion of e-mail from Brian Johnson Re 20 acres near barn
The College of Agriculture has requested to use 20 acres behind the barn for plot research for canola. If the acreage were to be used in the future for arboretum expansion, we would need to give the College of Agriculture at least five years advance notice. 

Oher updates from Brian Johnson -- Sweat Lodge, Gazebo 
There has been no additional contact from the Native American Association on the sweat lodge proposal. The donor on the gazebo does not want to spend over $50,000 so the proposal needs to go back to the architects for adjustment. 

Richard Naskali’s gift – Chinese Lantern
At this point, we are awaiting further contact from Richard before proceeding with any plans for placing the lantern in      the arboretum. 

Arboreta updates  
· Accessible trail: Paul has tried to get in contact with Kurt Nichols to get samples of different handicapped accessible surfaces but has not received a response.
· Student Pond project: The plow works pretty well but the remote control is not working as well. The conveyor has had some mechanical issues. Right now, the ponds are mostly clear (80-90%).
