Approval of minutes 
It was moved and seconded to approve the minutes of the September 10, 2018 meeting.

Discussion of Temporary Garden Installation in Arboretum with Raffaella Sini and Roberto Capecci 
Roberto and Raffaella indicated that it would be relatively easy to do a temporary installation project competition for students. Students are currently doing a similar project in the studio, designing a garden that represents themselves. Usually for a spring (March) installation, the students would submit ideas now with winners selected in December, so realistically we are looking the earliest implementation being next fall for a spring 2020 installation. The installations could stay in place through the summer, so maintenance is a concern. Potential size and cost were also discussed. Students are giving presentations this Friday at 2:30 if people want to attend. They will send the location to Kris. It was suggested to form a committee to work out the details of the project. Kris, Kat, and Katie expressed interest in attending the presentations.  

Barn Quilt/Logo for the Red Barn 
Katie Peterson gave a presentation on barn quilts, which are essentially wooden patches of plywood that are placed on a barn that resemble a quilt square. They are usually 4 x 4 or 8 x 8. She showed examples of different designs including one she did for PCEI. She had a $500 grant to do the one for PCEI but ended up getting the plywood donated. Katie will work on adding to the logo design and bring it to the next meeting. 

ArborNotes 
We still need a feature article for the next issue. One possibility is an article on Gerri Sayler’s art students’ installations in the arboretum. Kris will write on the plant sale, the annual meeting and a message from the President.  Katie will do an article on Science Saturdays as well as a teaching award she is receiving for her work.
