Approval of Minutes 
It was moved and seconded to approve the minutes of the November 12 meeting.

Presentation on Native Plant Sale at Lady Bird Johnson Wildflower Center
Bill Bowler showed pictures from the Native Plant Sale held in October at the Lady Bird Johnson Wildflower Center in Austin Texas.   It was interesting to hear how they ran a very large plant sale.  Members are allowed to shop a day before the public and get free admission to the Center and three free plants if they renew their membership at the sale. Pricing is fairly simple, $3.00 for general 4” pots; $9.00 for general one gallon pots; $27.00 for general five gallon pots; and special plants priced as marked. 

Arbor Notes 
Joy and Kayla thanked everyone for submitting articles and said they thought it would be a very good issue.  Joy said it would not be out until January.

Speaker for Annual Meeting 
Meeting is scheduled for Thursday, April 18, 2019. Members decided to ask Dr. Linda Chalker-Scott to be the keynote presenter at the annual meeting.  Kris will contact her to confirm.  Estimated costs for her flight, rental car, hotel and meals and donation to her WSU extension program should be between $700.00 and $800.00.

Signage and Parking on Nez Perce Drive 
Paul Warnick reported that the University has approved a project to narrow Nez Perce Drive and eliminate parking to enhance the entry onto campus and the view down the Arboretum.  It is now #16 on the list for FY 2020, typically 5-6 projects get funded, so likely 2022 or 2023 before it floats to the top of the list.  The project is currently estimated to cost $875,000.  A group of civil engineering students are going to look at a design possibilities for the street and for potential parking and signage as their senior capstone project.



Arboreta Updates
The reconstruction of the top wood chip path into a compacted gravel path is complete.  One goal of this project is to see if compacted gravel will be stable enough to use for any future ADA pathways in the Arboretum.  With favorable weather and a non-student crew member, we were able to get more fall work done than usual, pruning, perennial bed clean up, and leaf mulching/removal.
Student Presentations re Temporary Garden Installations and Master Plan
Kat and Kris attended the presentations by students in the Landscape Architecture program on their end of semester projects on temporary garden installations in the Arboretum.
Most of the designs were creating a space for temporary installations. The best designs created a space that was conducive to spending time in, even if there was not a temporary installation. Many of the designs used the hillside at the southeast end of the Arboretum. Additionally a team of three students presented a plan for creating an entrance at the north end of the Arboretum including adding some parking and a building that would sit below street level to house restrooms and an office. They have been invited to bring their presentation to the February Arboretum meeting.

There was also a graduate student, Brad Dunlap, whose presentation was to create a temporary installation for an Envision Idaho Garden Festival. He was very excited about using the Arboretum as a recruitment tool for potential students. His plan included a temporary pre-fabricated observation tower, a temporary stage for music, a flower carpet and five permanently installed hedge circles for colleges to use for small presentations.
