Approval of Minutes 
It was moved and seconded to approve the minutes of the September 9, 2019 meeting. Motion passed.

Paul has ordered the new UI Arboretum Logo sign and it should be ready soon. When it’s ready Paul will send out an email with the date of the installation and anyone interested is welcome to come help with the placement of the sign and the barn quilt.

Annual Meeting 2020 Date
April 23 is the confirmed date for the 2020 annual meeting. The Great Room at the 1912 Center has been reserved.

Science Saturdays Plan for 2020
Kat checked with Katie Petersen and Katie recommended someone for the Science Saturday coordinator position. Kat will get in touch with this potential candidate.

Summer Concert 2020
Kat contacted Dan Bukvich about the proposed date for the summer concert and he confirmed that July 13th would work.

Plant Sale
Kat checked with the Moscow Garden Club and it’s fine with them if the Arboretum plant sale is on the same date as their sale. Paul talked to Pete Robichaud and learned that they should know by November if grant funding will be available to allow them to go ahead with the Ice Rink construction this spring.



Arbor Notes
Joy requested ideas for articles for the next issue of Arbor Notes. Suggestions included: an article by a member of the Jane Austen Fan Club on plants in the Arboretum mentioned in Jane Austen novels, as well as articles on the Naskali Dedication (Paul), the barn quilt (Kat), the Plein Air project (Kat), the annual meeting, and the Arboretum’s recent ranking as “the best thing to do in Idaho’s most underrated city”.

Joint Exhibit with Prichard Gallery
Kat talked to Roger Rowley and he’s still working on getting Meg Webster here for a visit. At this point we agreed that it may be better to wait until we find out the results of the grant requests.

Arboreta Updates – Paul
Paul reported that the cost of the Naskali dedication project was around $13,000, which was less expensive than expected. He will check with Sara Lawrence about the funds. David Gutierrez is applying for full-time grounds positions at WSU and UI, so Paul may be needing to fill his position soon. Paul asked for suggestions for the location of the plant sale if the Ice Rink is not available next May. Potential locations included: the UI greenhouse, the area at the west end of the Facilities Building that’s partly covered, a tent in the Kibbie Dome parking lot, or the UI Animal Pavilion. We will discuss the options further once we receive more information on the status of the Ice Rink construction schedule in November.

Old Business 
Nancy asked for an update on the Arboretum budget. Paul reported he’s still facing a 28% budget decrease. He has a dedicated volunteer who works part-time three days a week.

New Business
Paul reported that the American Public Garden Association is partnering with the app “PlantSnap” to help build a database of plant photographs. The association has an initiative to partner with public gardens and there may be an option to download the Arboretum’s plant list to help increase the accuracy of this plant identification app. Paul encouraged us to download this free app and try it out.

Meeting adjourned at 5:50pm. Next board meeting will be Monday, November 11.
