ASUI Kibbie Dome Membership Rules

All users of the Dome must have a current Ul
Liability Release Agreement on file at the
Dome.

The Kibbie Dome may not be used for private
or commercial purposes without express
written consent from Dome management.
Examples of prohibited activities include but
are not limited to: personal training, private
instruction, sales, advertising and related
promotional activities.

Pass holders must be over 18 years old
Bringing minors into the ASUI Kibbie Dome is
not encouraged (see special “Minors
Information” section of this brochure)

Hitting of baseballs is prohibited at all times in
the Kibbie Dome.

Use of Vandal Athletic Department
equipment is prohibited (e.g.: VAC Weight
room Cowan Spectrum basketball court, Track
and Field Equipment)

Inline skating, skateboarding, and bicycling are
prohibited in the Kibbie Dome

The Kibbie Dome is a non-smoking facility.
Tobacco products are prohibited in the facility
Patrons shall respect the rights of others and
display acceptable and appropriate behavior
while using the Kibbie Dome. Use of profane
language is prohibited. Inappropriate contact,
gestures or language are prohibited in all
forms.

Violations

Misuse or abuse of membership and/or facility
policies may lead to permanent or temporary loss
of access privileges. The offending party may be
removed from the facility.

Minors at the Kibbie Dome

Though we do not encourage bringing your
children with you to the Kibbie Dome, we
understand there are times this cannot be
avoided. The following policies apply:

e  Only minor children of the Pass Holder are
allowed to accompany the facility user.

e AUl Liability Release Waiver must be on
file for any child in the facility.

e The Pass Holder must assume total
responsibility for their children while using
the Kibbie Dome.

e Children must accompany the Pass Holder
at all times. This means they must be in
the immediate vicinity of the user at all
times.

e Bicycles are not allowed in any part of the
