Powered by Starfish software, VandalStar is a web-based

student tracking, early alert, appointment scheduling and

retention application that supports student success and

engagement. It can be used by advisors, faculty and other

relevant staff to share information related to student

success and track risk factors that may prevent

graduation.

 

VandalStar gives U of I employees a central location to

share relevant information and prevent students from

https://www.starfishsolutions.com/


falling through the cracks.

Strategic Enrollment Management will begin pilot testing

VandalStar with selected faculty and staff this spring, and

the tool will rollout university-wide in fall 2018.
