Stink bugs (families Acanthosomatidae and Pentatomidae) feed on plant sap (Acanthosomatidae, Pentatominae) or blood (hemolymph) of their insect preys (Asopinae) with their piercing-
sucking mouthparts. Fifty-five species are known to occur in the state of Idaho, illustrated below with their body length ranges. They include a number of pests (     ) of cultivated plants.

The brown marmorated stink bug 
(Halyomorpha halys) is the most 

severely damaging pest species, 
feeding on over 175 host plants in 

the U.S.A. Native to Asia, it was 
detected in Pennsylvania in 1996 
and has since gradually spread 
westward, reaching Oregon in 

2004 and Idaho in 2012. 
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
