Scholarship money will be available at the beginning
of the recipient's second semester (term) of his/her freshman year, providing that the recipient
maintained a grade point average of 2.0 and has carried a minimum of 12 credits during the
first semester (term) and proof of registration for the second semester (term).

Scholarship must be requested prior to the beginning of the second semester (term), this date
must be within three years of when the scholarship was awarded.

The amount of this award will be determined each year by the Minidoka County Grain
Producers Board of Directors and will be announced each year.
