This includes expanding capabilities 
in economic analysis; adding student 
programs, such as opportunities for 
Vandals in Idaho’s capital and the nation’s 
capital; increasing trainings that focus on 
connections between science and policy; 
returning to the annual McClure Symposium 
on Science and Public Policy; and building 
on collaborative engagement practice. 

As well, the McClure Center is dedicated 
to securing additional financial support 
through federal and state grants and 
foundations, which are essential for 
growing the number of McClure Center 
staff and students and university partners.
