Numerous classical and contemporary
roles for over 30 of America’s leading regional theatres includ-
ing the Oregon, Utah, Dallas Fort Worth, and Southern Cal-
ifornia Shakespeare Festivals; Yale Repertory; The Guthrie;
Shakespeare Theatre Washington; among others. Dr. Kelly’s
work has been published in Theatre Journal; Journal of American Drama and Theatre;
