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IMPACT is a pathway for paraeducators to
earn their Exceptional Children (SpEd)
teaching endorsement.

IMPACT is funded by the U.S. Department of
Education (OSEP 84.325K)

The grant funding covers 59 undergraduate
credits hours (per student) and all scholar
expenses related to program completion.

IMPACT supports 2 cohorts of 10 scholars
each, with Cohort 1 beginning in Summer
2024 and Cohort 2 beginning in Summer
2026.
