new account.  Enrollment will happen through your existing family account. 

Enrollment is not considered COMPLETE until your dues are paid via check, 

cash, or credit card over the phone:   

General Members: $25  Horse Members: $30       

Leaders: $5    Family Cap (3+ members):  $75 

New this year: Latah County 4-H enrollment (ZSuite submitted & dues paid) 

will be due March 31 in order to have a project at the Latah County Fair.
